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Guidance note on small numbers

The Office for National Statistics (ONS) used a process called statistical disclosure control to 
ensure no individuals could be identified in any published 2011 Census tables.  ONS swapped 
some Census records between different areas to protect information supplied by individuals.  
In practice, this means where a result is a small number, there is an uncertainty as to whether 
this is a true value.
