Development of Assessment Materials

Discussion was held and it was established that schools could adopt one of two different approaches to formally assess pupils at KS3.
These could be varied throughout the year or adopted in its entirety to ensure consistency of approach.
The type of assessment will depend on the aims and focus of the individual school. Contributing factor could be as to whether they are core or examined
Approach 1-
KS3 tests should follow a similar if not identical format to examination board style questions. This would build confidence and familiarity amongst pupils.
Example below relates to OCR specification
Approach 2-
KS3 are allowing pupils to explore beliefs and values in greater depth as not limited by specifications. They are provided with support material and writing frames to support the literacy development of the pupil.
No reference to exam style questions or mark schemes

Question 1
The Covenant is… (What is the Covenant?)

Anti-Semitism is… (What is Anti-Semitism?)
New Laws were brought in under Nazi Rule that took away the rights and freedoms of the Jews… (What happened to the Jews under Nazi rule?  A brief summary)
Jews were no longer able to… (Describe some of the things they were not allowed to do in society / daily lives)
This prevented them from keeping the Covenant because… (How and why did this treatment from the Nazis affect Jews keeping the Covenant in their lives? What would this have meant for the Jews, and their faith? (Think about kosher food, Shabbat, the Synagogue, Shema, The Ten Commandments, Jewish Family life.  Why was this direct example of Anti-Semitism?)

Marking your work
SN – I should be able to analyse (examine in detail, with examples) the implications for the Jews keeping the Covenant during WW2.
FS – I should be able to explain how and why the Jews show the importance of the Covenant in their lives.
TF – I should be able to describe some Jewish practices and the difficulties the Jews experienced during WW2.
OT – I should be able to identify some Jewish practices and some of the rights taken away from the Jews during WW2.

Paragraph 1

Outline what it means to be human, including anything that makes humans special/separate from the animals (consider religious and non-religious responses, include your opinion).

Paragraph 2

Explain the concept of artificial intelligence, what does this mean in theory and in practice.

Paragraph 3

Analyse the impact of Christian attitudes to humanity in relation to artificial intelligence. Think about the nature of humans and the nature of artificial intelligence, you can also include the religious teachings about behaviour and how these apply to artificial intelligence.

Paragraph 4

Compare and contrast the positive and negative responses to artificial intelligence, include religious and non-religious attitudes to the issue.

Paragraph 5

Evaluate the beliefs of others and compare them to your own beliefs, identify which are similar or different to your own. Express insight into how and why these beliefs are similar and/or different to your own.

Conclusion
Conclude your answer with an overall response to the initial statement, summarising the main responses and which are the most successful.





Assessment Criteria

Level S-N - I can give a detailed account of how beliefs about human life and artificial intelligence are influenced by different teachings (particularly religious teachings) and how this has influenced beliefs and practice in the world.
I can give informed accounts of religious and non-religious attitudes to human life and artificial intelligence, giving reasons for these beliefs, and stating whether or not I agree with them. I can express insight into how artificial intelligence can be practiced and the issues surrounding this.

Level F-S - I can explain the impact of religious and non-religious beliefs about human life to the topic of artificial intelligence. I can express my views about how similar or different my beliefs are to religious and non-religious people.

Level T-F - I can show an understanding of what is meant by artificial intelligence and can apply these ideas to practical situations e.g. the law.

Paragraph 1
Outline some of the key features of the different types of relationships that we have (friends, family, romantic and those we do not know) and how these relationships can affect people’s lives in a positive and negative way.

Paragraph 2
Consider the religious attitudes to family, you should use biblical quotes and religious teachings to explain why family is important to religious people. Try to explain why some people would agree that religion helps to form family relationships and others would disagree.

Paragraph 3
Explain the impact of religious attitudes towards romantic relationships, you should use biblical quotes and teachings to explain the way religious people should behave in romantic relationships. Try to evaluate whether the religious teachings help or hinder romantic relationships in the world today.

Paragraph 4
Interpret the teachings about caring for others and forgiveness in Christianity and how these could be put into practice by religious or non-religious people. Analyse why some people struggle to put these teachings into practice in Britain today (use examples to demonstrate your arguments).

Paragraph 5

Evaluate the beliefs of others about this statement and compare them to your own beliefs. Express insight into how and why these beliefs are similar and/or
different to your own.


LEVEL CRITERIA

Paragraph 4

Compare and contrast the beliefs about work of religious and non-religious people to the reasons people do not work. Analyse why some people struggle to work considering religious and non-religious reasons.

Paragraph 5

Evaluate the beliefs of others and compare them to your own beliefs, identify which are similar or different to your own. Express insight into how and why these beliefs are similar and/or different to your own.

Vocation – a calling to work in a particular area. Called by God for special work.









Christians believe that work is important. The Bible mentions work in several places:
· God worked to create the world in 6 days
· Adam was told by God to work
· Jesus’ trade was that of a carpenter and his disciples were fishermen
· It is a chance to express their beliefs in the way that they work e.g. being honest, truthful and trustworthy. Hard work is seen by some as a way of worshipping God – doing your best in all areas of your life including work.
